3.Dogs must be kept on leads at ALL times. Maximum length no longer than &’. Retractable leads are not acceptable.
IFYOURDOG IS LET OFF THE LEAD YOU MAY BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE EVENT.
4.Dog owners must clean up after their dogs. Please bring your own dog waste bags. There will be a bin provided
around the event area to dispose bags.
5.The safety and well being of all animals at the event is the responsibility of their owners. Owners must keep their dog
under control always.
6.Dog owners will be responsible for any damage or harm caused to property, people or other animals made by their
dogs.
